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BMUS ASM 2015 UPDATE

I'm sure you all have the dates of 9th — 11th December
2015 marked in your diary to attend the BMUS ASM in the
beautiful Cardiff City Hall. The organisers are very excited
to be taking the ASM to Wales for the first time and are
looking forward to a strong Welsh participation in the
meeting.

Registrations are up compared to previous years at the
same point in time. The Early Bird registration deadline
has passed but it is still possible to register in advance or
even upon arrival. For delegates wishing to attend any of
the hands-on workshops (Integrated Training) you should
register immediately to avoid disappointment. Places on
these are selling fast and as | write some are nearly fully
booked.

Integrated Training

Day 1 sees the return of the popular DVT training sessions,
led by Professor Neil Pugh of The University Hospital of
Wales in Cardiff. On Day 2, Dr Rhodri Evans from Swansea
leads the well-established Head & Neck sessions. Pam
Parker (Hull) and Dr Nick Dudley (Lincoln) lead new
sessions with a focus on Quality. Alison Hall (Staffordshire)
again leads her highly successful basic and advanced MSK
sessions. These hands-on sessions provide an excellent
opportunity to learn directly from the experts.

Debates

On Day 2 of the meeting we are holding 2 debating
sessions in the Council Chamber. In the first, outsourcing
ultrasound services to independent service providers and

undergraduate training of sonographers will be debated
by four excellent speakers; this will complement other
sessions on quality, demand management and education.
The second debate will be the final Vascular session of the
day where SVT recommendations to measure the PSV, PSV
ratio and the St. Mary’s ratio when assessing the degree of
carotid artery stenosis will be discussed.

Streams

As in previous years, the meeting is streamed to facilitate
single day attendance for those with a specific interest.

Delegates with a primary interest in Abdominal Ultrasound
will attend Day 1, but may find it useful to attend Quality
Issues sessions on Day 2 and the Outreach, Image Review
and Conundrums sessions on Day 3.

Vascular Scientists, Sonographers and Technologists will
attend Day 2 and may benefit from attending the DVT
training on Day 1.

Day 3 provides opportunities for those working in MSK
ultrasound. Obstetrics and Gynaecology span Days 2 and
3. Most delegates will find something of relevance in the
Physics sessions on Day 1. Professional Issues, Paediatrics
and Head & Neck make up the other streams. Some
sessions include speakers from referring specialities; it is
always useful to hear their perspective.

When you plan your time, please also consider supporting
the Young Investigators’ session at 3.30pm on Day 2.

This is an opportunity for younger colleagues to win

the honour of representing BMUS at Euroson 2016 in
Leipzig; the standard is high and the entrants deserve our
encouragement.

UKAS Guidelines for Professional Working
Standards: Ultrasound Practice

Revised and Updated for 2015

It is with delight that | am able to announce the 2008 UKAS
document Guidelines for Professional Working Standards: Ultrasound
Practice has been revised and updated to reflect current practice

in 2015. The new publication will be launched at the 2015 BMUS
annual scientific meeting in Cardiff, 9 — 11th December 2015.

The BMUS professional standards group working in conjunction
with the Society of Radiographers has reviewed the existing
document and brought it up to date. The 2008 document has been
a treasured publication in many departments but it was recognised
that practice has changed and some aspects were outdated. The
new version sees an improved section on reporting, the addition of
an audit and governance guidance section and the addition of an
essential guide to justifying referrals.

The clinical sections have been given a fresh approach and have
moved away from a list of required images. The updated document
aims to give guidance on imaging and reporting common clinical
scenarios as well as addressing some of the conundrums of
managing incidental findings. There is a significantly improved
section on musculoskeletal imaging with advice given on most
major areas in this rapidly developing field of practice. Links with
the Society of Vascular Technologists will provide examination
specific guidance on a range of ultrasound imaging techniques in
this diverse field.

The decision has been made to develop these guidelines without
examination specific sections in obstetrics. The RCOG, FASP and the
national screening guidelines provide optimum examination advice
in this specialism. However, the generic sections dealing issues such
as consent, governance, reporting and infection control are relevant
and essential reading for ultrasound practitioners in all areas of
practice.

The updated guidelines will be published as a live e-document
simultaneously for both members of BMUS and the SCoR. The
working party who have written this updated draft welcome
feedback on its contents and will continue to revise, update and
make additions as necessary once the document is launched.

Come and join us at the BMUS ASM to hear more; the document
will be presented in the professional issues session on day 2 of the
meeting and will then be available to view at the SCoR stand in the
exhibition area. The document will then be available for BMUS or
SCoR members via their usual log in.
