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Dandy Walker Malformation Fact File

• Effects 0.3% of every 10,000 births

• Risk of recurrence in subsequent pregnancies is up to 5%

• Frequently associated with other anomalies in 50 to 70% of cases including: 
ventriculomegaly, other midline anomalies, corpus callosum agenesis, 
holoprosencephaly, cephalocele, polycystic kidneys, heart defects and cleft 
lip and palate

• High mortality rate (around 70% of cases) due to other associated 
abnormalities – often hydrocephalus
